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PREFACE

This Guide is one of a series of finding aids describing those declassified seized German records deposited at the World War II Records
Division, National Archives, which have been microfilmed by the Microfilming Project of the Committee for the Study of War Documents of the
American Historical Association. The Guide contains the text of data sheets identifying records filmed. A copy of the date sheets has been
filmed as a target sheet at the beginning of each roll of film, '

This Guide covers 355 rolls of film of records of the volice and security agencies under the command of Reichsfiihrer-SS und Chef der deut-
schen Polizei, This particular collection suffers from disorganization, in no small part due to the amorphous, overlapping and continually
changing organization and functions of the agencies involved, However, groupings of certain materials can be readly ascertained,

Rolls 219-229 eover files of, or records pertaining to, Hohere SS-und Polizeifiihrer (H6h.SS-Pol.F.) and SS~-und Polizeifiihrer (SS-Pol.F.)
in Germany and in the occupied territories., Rolls 229-231 deal with records of the uniformed police i.e. Ordnungspolizei (Orpo), and with police
combat units, Polizei Regimenter and Polizei Bataillonen (Pol.Reg., Pol.Btn.).

Rolls 232-R257 consist of films of records of Chef der Sicherheitspolizei und des Sicherheitsdienstes (CdS) and his headquarters agency,
the Reichssicherheitshauptamt (RSHA) established in September 1939, Included are files accessioned by the RSHA's joint predecessors, the Sicher-
heitshauptamt (SHA) and the Sicherheitsdienst-Heuptamt (SD-HA), and of its seven component offices (/imter) and their subordinate divisions (Grup-
pen) and sections (Referate). Rolls 247-248 deal with RSHA, Amt I (RSHA/I), Personnel, while rolls 248-255 deal with RSHA, Amt II (RSHA/II),
Organization, Administration, and Law, The Sicherheitspolizei (Sipo) per se did not come into being until the personnel and administrative organs
of the political and criminal volice were consolidated into a common agency - Sicherheitshauptamt - in 1937, With the establishment of the RSHA
in 1939, the personnel and administrative functions of the SHA were absorbed into RSHA/I and RSHA/II, while the so-called "executive" sections
of the Gestapo and the Krino central offices became RSHA/IV and RSHA/V respectively. Rolls 277-432 and rolls 486-498 deal with the records of
RSHA/IV (including files accessioned by its predecessors, Geheimes Staatsnolizeiamt Zaestap§7 and the Prussian, Bavarian and other state politi-
cal police agencies) and its regional (Staatspolizei/leit/stellen) and local (Aussendienststellen) offices. Also included are files indicating
Gestapo involvement in counterintelligence work in the ocuupied areas, culminating in the assumption in mid-1944 of the functions exercised by
Admiral Canaris' OKW/Amt Ausland Abwehr.

Rolls 432-453 and rolls 498-499 cover the records of RSHA/V, its'central office and . predecessor - the Reichskriminalpolizeiamt (RKPA}),
and its regional (Kriminalpolizei[iei§7stellen)and local (Aussendienststellen) offices.

Scattered through both the Gestapo and Xrivo records are files of many city, town and rural police forces, which functioned as local auxil-
iaries in handling political and criminal cases. Included in the Gestavo files are records of border and customs posts which had come under Ge-
stapo jurisdiction during the war. :

The Sicherheitsdienst (SD) was initially a small internal intelligence and counterintelligence agency within the NSDAP, Shortly after the
Rohm affair of 30 June 1934, the SD was divided into two separate organizations. One, a bodyguard force for Hitler and others - eventually v



known as Reichssicherheitsdienst - was composed of permanent sections stationed in Berlin, Berchtesgaden and Munich and a mobile unit known as
Fiihrer-Begleitkommando. The other, designated Sicherheitsdienst des Reichsfiihrer-SS (SD-RFSS or simpoly SD) became, after 1936, the intelligence
and counterintelligence agency for the German government as well as for the NSDAP. The central office for the SD, between 1935 and 1939, was
the Sicherheitsdienst-Hauptamt (SD-HA), composed of SD-HA/I for administration, SD-HA/II for domestic intelligence, and SD~HA/TII for foreign
intelligence. In 1938, the SD-Hauptamt was subordinated in certain respects to the Sicherheitshauptamt and, in September 1939 it was integrated
into the RSHA, The personnel and administrative sections were absorbed into RSHA/I and II, domestic intelligence into RSHA/TII (Sb-Inland or
SD-Deutsche Lebensgebiete), and foreign intelligence into RSHA/VI (SD-Ausland). Counterintelligence and "executive" functions had already been
surrendered to the Gestapo at the time of the subordination of SD-HA to SHA in 1938,

Rolls 258-276 and 499-R570 cover records of RSHA/III (including files accessioned by its predecessors) and regional (SD-Leitabschnitte and
SD-Abschnitte) and local (SD-Unterabschnitte and Aussenstellen) offices. Of these, rolls 258-266 contain a substantially complete collection of
Meldungen aus dem Reich, a nation-~wide weekly summary of reports from regional and local SD offices on public opinion and reaction to conditions
and events, economic, political cultural and military. Rolls 453-466 deal with records of RSHA/VI (as do many of the documents interspersed with
RSHA/III records in rolls 499-R570), and its field offices and units in occuvied territories. The most extensive of these SD field office re-
cords were those of SD-Leitabschnitt Wien and SD-Slovakei (Pressburg).

Rolls 468-473 and rolls R571-R572 deal with records of RSHA/Militdrisches Amt (RSHA/Mil), established in mid-1944 as a joint office under
Walter Schellenberg with RSHA/VI for the purpose of assuming the duties of Canaris' agency.

There are on rolls 466-468 a few stray records of RSHA/VII, Ideological Research and Exploitation (Weltanschauliche Forschung und Auswer-
tung), which grew out of an ideological branch of SD-Hauptamt.

Rolls 473-436 contain records of various Befehlshaber der Sicherheitsnolizei und des SD (BdS) and Kommandeure der Sipo u. SD (XdS).

Whenever possible, an attemot was made to consolidate records bearing on organizational history. Thus, rolls 232-233, and 239, cover the
evolution of the RSHA, roils 422-432 of the Gestapo and roll 239 of the SD, Many of the descriptions of individual folders also indicate altera-
tions of the designation and/or responsibilities of the volice office involved.

Roll 238 contains a complete run of Befehlsblatt des Chefs der Sicherheitspolizei.
Rolls 233-235 contain substantially complete collectiors of Ereignissmeldungen UdSSR, Meldungen aus den besetzten Ostgebieten - successive

series of periodic renorts on the genocidal and anti-vartisan operations of Einsatzkommandos in Eastern Europe between June 1941 and May 1943.
Included are tynical SD reports on public ovinion and reactions to conditions and events of the conquered neonles.

The terms "Serial" and "Roll" in this Guide refer to the sequence of the film. The "Item" number is the identification symbol on the
original folder within the records collection. "Provenance" indicates, where ascertainable, the archival origin of the document whose de-
scription follows, The symbol "FT" means that the folder has been filmed throughout, the symbol "F3" denotes that the folder has been filmed
selectively, "lst frame" gives the frame number of the first page of the folder. Every exposure has been given a frame number consecutively

throughout the filming overation. German file numbers, whenever ascertainable, have also been included. The "Notes" provide a general idea
of the nature of the materials but should not be taken as exhaustive descriptions. The researcher is urged to check the entire Guide.

The original records have been returned to the Federal Republic of Germany. The microfilms are deposited in the National Archives,
Jashington, D.C., as microcooy T-175, and should be requested by adding "T-175" to the rolls desired. The descriptions were prepared by
