On October 29, 1939, it was renamed the Hoheres Kommando
z.b.V. XXXI. 1In April 1940 the Corps took part in the occupation of Denmark and on June 2, 1940,
it left Denmark to participate in the French campaign against the Maginot Line in the Verdun area.
In July 1940 it was transferred to the Biarritz, Royan, Dax, Cognac, and Libourne areas for occu-
