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XIV, Panzerkorps (XIV Panzer Corps)

The XIV Panzer Corps was formed in 1936-37 to take command of units in the
prccese of motorization, It fought as the XIV Motorized Corps in Poland

in 1939 and in the West in 1940, and as the XIV Panzer Corps in the Balkans
in April 1941. In June 1941 it invaded Russia on the southern sector of
the eastern front, advancing via Lvov, Tarnopol, and Zhitomir to Kremenchug
and Mirgorog, and south to Marfinskaya in the Mius sector. The corps was
destroyed at Stalingrad. Re-formed and reorganized at Dmepropetrovsk and
Zaporozhe in February 1943, it was transferred to the West and operated on
the Italian front from the summer of 1943 until October 1944. No informa-
tion is available about the corps beyond this date.
